Public Works

Water

From Randy Travis, Water Division Manager - With all of the information in the news
these days stemming from the reports of lead contamination in the nation’s drinking
water supply the City of Klamath Falls believes it is important to understand there are
multiple factors that contribute to the corrosive action of the water on materials



containing lead in the water distribution system. Some of those factors include low pH,
low alkalinity, temperature, hardness and high conductivity. Over 30 years of water
guality monitoring and analysis of the City’s groundwater sources indicate our drinking
water ranks very low in these variables which may contribute to lead contamination
caused by the solubility of lead from pipes or pipe materials into the drinking water.

The City conducts testing on a regular basis. Over the past 20+ years the overwhelming
majority of tap water samples collected and tested from high risk locations, as defined
by the Environmental Protection Agency indicated no detectable amount of lead
contamination in the drinking water. It is also important to know the most recent water
samples collected at the sources or wells and tested for lead contamination indicated
there is no detectable amount of lead in the source water. City of Klamath Falls water
system records confirm we do not have lead service lines within the water system and
through our research for selecting the “at tap” sample locations as required by the Lead
and Copper Rule we have found no evidence of lead service lines within customer’s
piping throughout the service area.

While water quality regulations and monitoring guidelines have become more stringent
our City water consistently exceeds all state and federal health standards. However it is
always a good practice to let water run from the tap for 15 to 30 seconds or more before
using it for drinking or cooking any time the water has gone unused for 6 hours or more.

Be assured we continue to take the necessary steps to protect you and your family being
consistently vigilant in monitoring our drinking water quality.

Development Services

e Sugarman’s Corner — Construction is progressing ahead of schedule. We are
targeting project completion by July 4th,

¢ Main Street Underpass Handrail — This project replaces the failed handrail along
the pedestrian path crossing beneath the railroad on Main Street. Council has
authorized staff to proceed with the construction contract. A notice-to-proceed
has been issued to Tom Ayres General Contractor. The project is anticipated to
be complete by mid-July.

e Johnson Avenue & Crescent Alley Sewer Main Replacement — This project
replaces roughly 1200 feet of sewer main and service laterals within a portion of
Johnson Avenue and the alley off at the 1600 block of Crescent Avenue. Council
has authorized staff to proceed with the construction contract. A notice-to-
proceed will be issued to Vic Russell Construction next week. The project is
anticipated to be complete by late June.

e Balsiger Demolition — Per Council’s approval from the April 4 meeting, staff
continues to proceed with the demolition contract. This phase of the demolition
will remove the above grade portion of the building fronting both Main Street and

Esplanade. A notice-to-proceed has been issued to Anderson Environmental




Contracting and demolition activities are anticipated to begin the week of April
25th. The 60 day contract projects a completion date on or before June 20th.
The developer has indicated they are interested in reusing the other building
subject to some additional due diligence.

e Melrose Street Waterline Replacement — This project replaces roughly 1000 feet
of waterline within Melrose Street and Haskins Alley near the City’s Melrose
water tank. Bids were received Thursday from three bidders with the apparent
low bid received from Bob’s Excavating. Staff intends to request Council
approval to award the project at the May 16t meeting. The target completion
date is currently set for early August.

Police

On Thursday, April 21, 2016, the police department sworn in Ruben Jenkins as a police
officers with the City of Klamath Falls Police Department. Officer Jenkins was born in
Ventura, CA, then moved to Klamath Falls at 6 years of age. Officer Jenkins attended
Henley Schools through high school then entered the Marine Corps in 2005. He served
our country as an infantryman and was deployed twice to Iraq and Japan. Officer
Jenkins received a Cer-Com (Certificate of Commendation) award for leadership during
wartime actions in Iraqg.

After active duty, Officer Jenkins returned to Klamath Falls and joined the Klamath
Falls Reserve Program in 2011. He served for approximately 2 %2 years, before being
hired as a Deputy for the Klamath County Sheriffs’ Office in 2013.

Officer Jenkins served as a patrol deputy and received numerous letters of
commendation during his employment with the sheriff’s office.

Officer Jenkins is a fitness enthusiast and enjoys CrossFit. He also enjoys outdoor
activities in Klamath Falls to include fishing, hunting and camping.
